A native of Galway, RŽamonn Keary began his piano studies in Limerick with Gerard 
Shanahan continuing with John OÕConor in Dublin and later, on receipt of an Austrian 
Government Scholarship, with Leonid Brumberg in Vienna. Performing regularly as a 
chamber musician and accompanist he has worked with IrelandÕs most distinguished 
instrumentalists and singers. He is a frequent broadcaster and lecturer on the topic of piano 
teaching and was for many years John OÕConorÕs teaching assistant at the Royal Irish 
Academy of Music. A highly valued teacher, a number of RŽamonnÕs students have enjoyed 
international success in their performing careers. He served as the Chairman of the Senior 
Examiners at the RIAM for seven years and from 1997 to 2004 was a member of the 
Cultural Relations Committee of the Department of Foreign Affairs. He was a jury member 
of the 7th Axa Dublin International Piano Competition will be on the jury panel of the next 
DIPC in May 2009. 

 
Lance Coburn 
ÒÉone sat awe-inspired in amazement, wondering how it could possibly be played any 
betterÉÓ is how the Kšlnische Rundschau described Lance CoburnÕs performance of 
ProkofievÕs 3rd Piano Concerto. Since winning 1st prize at the Tomassoni International 
Piano Competition, Cologne in 2001, Lance has gone on to conquer Austria, Germany, 
Italy, Israel, Russia, United States, Ireland, Australia and Korea as both concerto soloist and 
recitalist. 
He has performed and toured with the Central Florida, the Israel and Sydney Symphony 
Orchestras, the Hibernian Orchestra (Dublin), and most other Australian Orchestras. With 
the WDR Ð Cologne Orchestra, one critic described his performance of BeethovenÕs 
ÒEmperorÓ concerto thus:- ÒCoburn approached the grandiose workÉ.with the vigour of a 
classically-inspired artistÓ. 
In the Bonn International Beethoven Festival, critics described his 5-sonata recital as Ð 
ÒrefreshingÉ.uncompromisingÉ.unacademicÉ.Ó In the Accademia Filharmonica Concert 
Series Ð Verona, Italy Ð the critics said - ÒCoburnÕs piano playing is characterised by an 
undoubted technical masteryÉ[which]Éallowed us to experience precious moments of 
tonal explorationÓ. 
Blessed with a dazzling technique with innate musicianship and a charismatic performance 
flair, international pianist Lance Coburn also broadcasts frequently for radio Deutsche 
Welle, BBC Radio 3, Lyric FM (Ireland) and ABC FM (Australia). 
He has given masterclasses for music festivals in Australia and Taiwan. Last year in Dublin 
he presented a Lecture recital on the keyboard works of the Australian composer Carl Vine. 
He is currently an active member of the Keyboard Faculty in the Royal Irish Academy of 
Music. 
Lance has also been the recipient of many other first prizes, including the Hephizibah 
Menuhin Scholarship, the inaugural Lev Vlassenko Piano Competition, and the Australian 
Young PerformersÕ Award (Keyboard Section), culminating in a performance of LisztÕs 1st 
Piano Concerto with the Sydney Symphony Orchestra, in the Sydney Opera House, which 
was also broadcast live across Australia on ABC Television. 
Beginning his studies in his homeland of New Zealand, Lance furthered them in Australia, 
the Tchaikovsky Conservatoire Ð Moscow, and finally with John OÕConor at the Royal Irish 
Academy of Music.

Following early success, at sixteen Maeve Broderick was the first Irish recipient of a 
German Government scholarship and studied violin extensively with Max Rostal, Hermann 
Zitzmann and Sandor Vegh. 
 
Concerts and RTE/BBC broadcasts have included duo partnerships with Dr. John OÕConor, 
Dr. Havelock Nelson and Peter Dains. 
 
Maeve is professor at the Royal Irish Academy of Music and she has also taught in Belfast, 
Freiburg and ChethamÕs specialist School, in Manchester. 
 
Students/former students include graduates of the RIAM BA in Music Performance Course; 
many Feis Ceoil prizewinners; Scholars to UK and US colleges; members of the National 
Symphony Orchestra, Irish Chamber Orchestra, Irish Baroque Chamber Orchestra and 
London Symphony Orchestra.

Fintan Sutton studied clarinet and saxophone at the Royal Academy of Music London. He 
returned to Ireland to take up the position of clarinet/bass clarinetist with the RTE National 
Symphony Orchestra in 1987. He has performed as soloist with the N.S.O. and also the 
Dublin Baroque Players. He has been teaching at the R.I.A.M. for the past 10 years. Fintan 
is a regular player with the St. Cecilia Orchestra and also works with the Irish Film 
Orchestra. He has a keen interest in contemporary music and works with the final year 
composition students at N.U.I. Maynooth.

He later studied classical guitar for about two years 
and gave numerous recitals. He became more interested in jazz and studied in Newpark 
Music Centre with Tommy Halferty and Ronan Guilfoyle.  
 
Over the following years he won a scholarship to Skidmore jazz college in USA. Here he 
studied under Milt Hinton and Pat LaBarbara amongst others. Following this he moved to 
Australia for a year and played in Sydney with many Australian jazz musicians. 
On his return he completed the LGSM diploma in 2000.  
 
He is involved in a lot of session and band work, such as musicals and commercial gigs.  
 
Joe has performed with Richie Buckley, Hugh Buckley, Michael Buckley, Tommy Halferty, 
Louis Stewart, Brendan Doyle, Len McCarthy, Honor Heffernan, Martin Speake, Phil Ware 
and Tanya Kalmanovitch. 
He is currently a member of Ronan Guilfoyle`s Microclimate. 
 
Justin Carroll 
 
Justin Carroll is a talented young pianist currently involved in a number of creative projects 
in Dublin. He leads Togetherness, a quartet focusing on the development of original music 
and improvisation. He is also a member of award winning organ trio Organics, 
contemporary jazz meets electronics group Zoid Ensemble, as well as Kai Big Band, 
Cortisol and is a member of the Living Room Project MusiciansÕ Collective. Justin has 
toured and performed with many outstanding musicians such as Greg Osby, Bobby Watson, 
Ronnie Cuber and Jim Mullen. In 2007, Justin was awarded Best Young Irish Jazz Musician 
at the Guinness Cork Jazz Festival. 
Growing up in Dublin, Justin worked with and acquired musically direct from musicians 
such as Louis Stewart, Richie Buckley, Myles Drennan, Ronan Guilfoyle, Michael Buckley. 
He holds a Diploma in Jazz Performance from Newpark Music Centre, and a Masters 
Degree (First Class Honours) in Music and Media Technologies from Trinity College. He 
also studied at the Jazz Workshop in Banff, Canada on three occasions with some highly 
creative and diverse jazz musicians such as Kenny Werner, Dave Holland, Joe Lovano, 
Dave Douglas, Joey Baron, Mark Feldman and Tony Malaby.  
In 2003/04 JustinÕs composition Helicopter Duo, an electronic piece for two manually 
rotated loudspeakers, was performed at the Crash Ensemble Festival and the RTE Living 
Music Festival.
